After four straight years of drops in the EBITDA multiple that often values companies and a contraction in the merger and acquisition marketplace, 2003 was the first rebound year. Combine that with a loosening of the credit markets, low interest rates and a low dollar for foreign buyers and the latter half of 2003 saw a robust increase in the number of both private placements and outright sales of private and public middle market companies.
