Earlier this year, CLP sold Vivid Imaginations, the largest independent toy company in the UK, for a 7x multiple of the original investment.  Vivid’s volume exceeded $130 million at the time of the sale.  Previously, he was Vice President of Corporate Development of Russ Berrie and Company responsible for the development and implementation of a diversification strategy through the acquisition and subsequent management of entrepreneurial companies that sell to the mass market. Acquisitions were purchased for $34.5 million and later sold to Hasbro for $166 million.  Bernie was the founding Director of the George Rothman Institute of Entrepreneurial Studies at Fairleigh Dickinson University, and the first George Rothman Clinical Professor of Entrepreneurial Studies. He previously served as the Associate Director of the Sol C. Snider Entrepreneurial Center of The Wharton School of the University of Pennsylvania, founded the Wharton Small Business Development Center, the largest university-based consulting program for small companies in the United States and taught at The Wharton School for eight years prior to his Rothman appointment.  Bernie is a graduate of Columbia College of Columbia University, with a B.A. in English, and did graduate work at Stanford University in Literature and Theatre. He received an MBA in Entrepreneurial Studies from The Wharton School in 1981.  Bernie also is a partner or investor in a number of ventures, including a software company, a medical device manufacturer, and a real estate management company.

John Ason is an angel investor specializing in early stage pre-revenue companies. He has made twelve investments in the areas of  e-commerce, 3D technology, internet publishing, smart labels, advertising and entertainment/media.   John  was at AT&T Bell Labs for over 25 years, first involved in software and technology development, then in  marketing and business management of large software projects.  He is a graduate of the Illinois Institute of Technology.  He is a guest lecturer at the Rothman Institute of Entrepreneurial Studies at Fairleigh Dickinson and at the Wharton School of the University of Pennsylvania.

Alan Patricof  - is Vice Chairman of Apax Partners, Inc.  Prior to founding Patricof & Co. in 1969, he was assistant to the chairman of Northwest Industries in charge of acquisitions and pension fund management. From 1960 to 1968 he was assistant vice president and subsequently vice president of Central National Corp., a private, family investment management organization.  While at Central National, he became a founder and chairman of the board of New York magazine, which later acquired The Village Voice and started New West Magazine.  Also while at Central National, he participated in the founding of Datascope Corporation and LIN Broadcasting Corporation.  

During the past 30 years, he has participated in the financing and development of a large number of both public and private companies, many of which he still serves as a member of the board of directors.  Companies that the firm has been involved in at the initial stages are Apple Computer, America Online, Cadence Systems, Office Depot and FORE Systems.  Alan holds a BS in finance from Ohio State University and an MBA.
Jeanne Sullivan - Jeanne has had an email address since 1980. She is proud of being part of the technology revolution over the last 20 years and working with some of the world's greatest high tech companies. Jeanne likes to say, "I have participated in some of the most successful companies of our times, seen great CEO's and teams in action and learned how to and how not to build a great company…" She represents StarVest on the boards of Tibersoft, BlueStreak, Vcommerce and supports StarVest's efforts with Journee and Cohesiant. 

Prior to StarVest, Jeanne's 27-year business career includes 20 years in the information technology field and seven years in the venture capital business as a Managing Director for Olivetti Ventures and 4C Ventures, captive funds of Ing. C. Olivetti & C., S.p.A. These U.S.-based funds invested in 40 early and growth-stage information technology companies. From 1981 to 1990, Jeanne was with AT&T and was the Product Director for a Bell Laboratories internal venture business unit. From 1971 to 1978, she was with Bozell Worldwide, in business marketing and production director roles.

Bringing a full grasp of the issues facing companies today, Jeanne contributes in the areas of marketing, channel development, product direction and strategic participation in the exit strategies of technology companies. She helped build the NYNMA Angel Investors Program and served as its Chair of the selection program. Jeanne is also a member of Women in New Media, the MIT Enterprise Forum, and NY Cares.
