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New Jersey Business Incubators are nurturing the growth of over 115 young companies:





The NJIT Enterprise Development Center in Newark is incubating 30 companies at two locations in 80K sq. ft. 


The Trenton Business and Technology Center in Trenton is incubating 10 companies in 15K sq. ft.


The Burlington County College High Technology Small Business Incubator in Mt. Laurel is incubating 24 companies in 20K sq. ft.


The Picatinny Technology Innovation Center in Dover is incubating 14 start-up companies in 20K sq. ft. 


The ACIN Camden Center for Entrepreneurship in Technology in Camden is incubating 7 companies in 10,000 sq. ft.


The NJEDA's Commercialization Center for Innovative Technologies located in the Technology Centre of New Jersey in North Brunswick.  This 20,000 square foot Commercialization Center is comprised of seventeen individual 800 square foot wet lab modules dedicated to the  research and development needs of  early stage life science and biotechnology companies


Rutgers University's Food Innovation Research and Extension (FIRE) Center, part of the New Jersey Agricultural Experiment Station network, is located in Bridgeton and is providing comprehensive business and technical services to dozens of clients annually.  It is planning for the construction of an incubator that will offer a shared-use processing facility, training and education center, and administrative and technical support areas that will impact the food and agricultural industry in New Jersey. 


NJSBDC Technology Commercialization Center  delivers free counseling and consulting services to help entrepreneurs launch, finance and grow science and technology based businesses.


Rutgers Camden  Business Incubator – The Rutgers Camden Business Incubator is currently incubating 30 companies in a temporary facility at 1000 Atlantic Avenue in Camden, New Jersey.  Within a few years the incubator expects to be a part of a new technology park to be built on new the waterfront in Camden.





Incubators provide tenant companies their facilities (laboratory, office, and manufacturing space), shared office services, professional business counseling and critical linkages to research and technology resources at their respective university and technology business centers.  New Jersey Incubator companies are developing world class technologies which are ready for commercialization.  The spectrum of new technologies and services is very broad.  The 115 companies in New Jersey incubators are developing technologies and services in the following areas:  Architectural/Engineering Services, Analytical Instrumentation, Biotechnology, Building Materials, Chemical Synthesis Services, Computer Networking Services, Electronics, Environmental Technologies, Financial Services, Marketing Services (minority markets), Medical Devices, Optics, Photographic Technologies, Point of Sale Services, Refrigeration Technologies, Sensors, Software, Telecommunications, Wireless Communication.
