Elaine Verna's Q&A format at our January meeting was such a hit that she was unable to address the subjects that were outlined in our program notes. Elaine returns this month to continue to share her thoughts on business strategies and as an investor her perspectives on how best to prepare and attract venture financing. Elaine will discuss how a company that has received financing should deal with short and long-term company building issues and the ways to position a company for growth. Elaine has been on both sides of the financing table, both as a successful entrepreneur and presently as a Venture Capitalist with the Edison Venture Fund. As Edison's Vice President of Business Development, she focuses on generating investment opportunities in emerging information technology companies in the Mid-Atlantic region. She joined Edison in 2001 to establish this new position.
Elaine has over 20 years’ experience in the software industry and held positions in sales and marketing, executive management, and R&D. Most recently, Elaine was President of isSound Corporation, a provider of voice-based applications to mobile professionals. Elaine was a co-founder and VP of Sales of Princeton Softech, which provides software used by large enterprises to improve the reliability and performance of mission critical applications. Previously, she was a Technical and Sales Support Manager for Computer Associates and a programmer analyst with Unisys Corporation. Elaine has a BA in Business Administration from Temple University.
Edison Venture Fund provides private equity and value-added services to growing information technology companies. Edison invests in expansion stage ($5 to 20 million revenue) companies located in the New York City to Virginia corridor. Edison currently has $420 million under management and is actively making new investments.
