Steven was one of the first investigators to expose prime bank note and trading program frauds, and his investigations in conjunction with U.S. federal law enforcement agencies resulted in some of the first convictions of P.B.N. fraudsters. 

Steven has coordinated investigations in more than 50 countries, and in nearly every U.S. State and Canadian province. Steven specializes in international and multi-jurisdictional investigations, and he has conducted investigations in Israel, South Africa, Holland, France, England, India, Mexico, Guatemala, Spain, Portugal, Bulgaria, Germany, Abu Dhabi, China, Mongolia, the Philippines, Thailand, Laos, Jordan, Vietnam and Brazil.  Steven Rambam and Pallorium have conducted or coordinated in excess of 500 foreign insurance-related investigations, including hundreds of "death claim" investigations. A significant number of these cases have resulted in arrest and prosecution.  More than 500 newspaper and magazine articles have reported on Pallorium's investigations. Steven has been interviewed by local, national and international news broadcasts such as Sixty Minutes, 48 Hours, BBC, CBC, NPR, IBA News (Israel), NBC's Dateline, The National, ARD Report Mainz and America's Most Wanted.
