Learn how a reverse merger can make a company public in any market.
At times maligned and populated by unsavory promoters, the “reverse merger” method of going public has recently undergone an image change. In the years following an SEC crackdown on the technique which drove out most of the questionable players, going public through a merger with a “shell” is becoming much more popular and accepted within the Wall Street community. And following the market crash of 2000, it is even more in demand as successful companies ready to benefit from being public face a still mostly closed IPO window.

David Feldman (www.feldmanweinstein.com), a  New York City attorney who is a leading specialist in this area who is also writing a book on reverse mergers, will teach you the basics, as well as some of the tricks, to a successful transaction. Some of the topics he will cover include a brief history of reverse mergers before the SEC changed everything in 1992, the advantages and disadvantages of this method of going public, the importance of financing contemporaneous with the merger and how the Sarbanes-Oxley Act of 2002 impacted on this technique. Recent trends also will be covered.
