The New Jersey Meadowlands Commission (NJMC) Business Accelerator provides early stage entrepreneurs focused on developing technology 

businesses especially those focused on alternative energy and green technologies and services the support services, guidance and networking 

opportunities critical to turning an idea or technology into a successful business.  Located in the heart of the Meadowlands, the Accelerator 

provides an array of critical resources and support services that may otherwise be unaffordable or inaccessible to seed-stage businesses.  The 

Accelerator typically houses about 20 companies so individualized attention and one-on-one support is the norm.

The Accelerator has formed partnerships with eight colleges and universities in the area and works closely with them to provide interns, support and 

counseling to help client companies grow.  The Meadowlands Environmental Research Institute provides clients with scientific expertise and in 

some cases the opportunity to demonstrate their technology within the Meadowlands area.
